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Every morning I try to take a walk and while I walk, I listen. Lost in the 

passing scenery and the thoughts that flowed a phrase came to me, “There 

is no them, only us.” This is certainly true and as believers should be able 

to relate to that truth. 

 

We spent our journey through Lent examining the words of our Lord in 

what is called “The Sermon on the Mount.” Jesus’ words were both 

comforting and challenging. While at other times they were downright scary. Yet, they were only 

scary in one sense, if we as children of God and saved by Christ were not living into the reality 

of our salvation. 

 

Christ sets us free! Not only free from sin, but free from being overly concerned and focused on 

ourselves. Christ turns our me into we and reframes our world as one where all are called, all are 

loved, and all have value in the eyes of God. As God sees this as true it follows that we should 

come to see this by growing in the grace of our God.  

 

As I walked through the neighborhood, I saw some workers that were putting in new cabinets at 

a home. As I passed one worker greeted me and a conversation ensued, albeit brief.  

 

“Good Morning!” 

“Good Morning.” 

“It’s a great day!” 

“Yes, it’s a beautiful morning.” 

“Free air-conditioning!” 

“Well, you can’t beat things that are free.” 

“I guess the power companies might not like it.” 

 

I walked away smiling and realizing that people’s most basic need is to talk and to share kindness 

with each other. And I had just experienced that. 

 

By the time you read this I am sure you will have heard of the fire at Notré Dame. Oddly enough, 

when tragedy strikes humanity often steps-up to become incredibly kind. Through tragedy we 

realize that we all share in having tragedies occur in our life and it is through those things that we 

are reminded of what is most important. We are connected in our sorrow, but there is so much 

more. For we are connected in our creator. 

 

There is never a person born that is not loved by God, not recognized or cared for by our Lord. 

We all are precious, and God not only loves us individually, but collectively. For I can never say 

that God loves me without knowing that God loves us all. Therefore there is no them, only us.
