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Is goodness simply an illusion? Is it a fantasy to believe that humanity is 

capable of good? Or is that something that only God accomplishes? 

These may seem to be odd questions, but in light of how people treat each 

other perhaps they are questions that we should ask.  

 

During this pandemic we have seen the gamut of human emotion and reaction. We have 

seen kindness beyond measure and people literally putting themselves in harm’s way for 

others. We have also seen people complaining of doing the least things for the well-being 

of their neighbor. Should we be surprised by these things? Perhaps not. However, we can 

ask one simple thing. Who is glorified in our actions? Yes, who is glorified in our thoughts 

and attitudes when we focus so much upon what we want as individuals that we forget why 

and for whom we exist? 

 

If everything is from God and therefore about God, then you might wonder why people 

wish things to be about themselves? Well, this has occurred from the beginning. Genesis 

tells the story of a kind and benevolent creator who demands extraordinarily little of 

creation and the original humans. Simply put, do not eat from one tree. Indeed, do not even 

touch it. You would think that we could pull off something so simple. That we could sacrifice 

the desire of one simple thing in consideration of the gift of creation and all of life. Yet, 

there is a greater desire. It is to be our own God and Lord. In that thought alone, humanity 

entered sin. This was brought to fruition when we act upon that thought. In that act we turn 

our backs on God.  

 

It still is happening today all about us. It happens in our world, nations, states, communities, 

schools, and yes, even in our church. It can only please one person and that person whose 

business is to create havoc, mayhem, division, and strife. So, we might ask something of 

ourselves, do the thoughts and actions we take promote unity, caring, love, or strife? If you 

speak against a sister or brother, that is strife. If you prefer your way to those that seek to 

care and protect others, that is strife.

But when we forego our own preferences, our own desires, we begin to accomplish what the 

Lord asks of us when Jesus tells us to, “Deny yourself.” He says this and follows it with, 

“Pick up your cross, and follow me.” Is this easy? Well, it’s as hard as your choices choose 

to make it. It also depends upon your level of maturity as a Christian and true disciple of 

Christ. For those who are mature in Jesus, it is not hard. For those who are immature and 

“still on milk” as the Apostle Paul puts it, it is extremely hard. Indeed, those who seek their 

own way lie awake at night tossing and turning rather that trusting the one true God who is 

God. In one sense of it, we do it to ourselves and in the process make our lives a living misery 

affecting not only ourselves, but those around us who see our suffering. 

 

In this time, as in all times, we are called to work together for the body of Christ to be an 

effective witness to the world around us so that they might see Christ rather than a bunch 

of humans who are immovable in their positions and have a great talent for argument. Indeed, 

I often muse that if we, as individuals, sought the way of Christ as much as we do our own 

way, what amazing Christians we would be. We have been given this opportunity to live as 

Christ and what shall we do with it?  

 

Do these words hurt? Do they wound your soul? If you are following our savior, they should 

not hurt at all. In fact, those who follow Jesus will find these words most comforting for it 

reassures them that the path they walk, one of caring and compassion for the neighbor the 

Lord calls them to love as themselves, is truly the way of the Lord. These words reassure 

those who follow that God has not, will not, and will never abandon the people that God 

loves. That is everyone!!!  

 

So, let us love therefore, not only with a love spoken of, but lived in action and in the time 

of pandemic, inaction. As, counterintuitive as that may seem, the distancing that we practice 

now assures the safety of those that God loves. This situation, too, shall pass. Life will 

come to a new form of normalization. And we shall grow stronger in character, stronger as 

the people of God, and stronger in faith.
